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Abstract: Medical record is medical personnel's record of patients' disease performance and diagnosis and treatment. They are a broader health record
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and an important medium to reflect the human needs of patients. Traditional medical record that only record the physical symptoms of patients have
been unable to meet the needs of patient health management. With the modern medical model gradually changing from a biomedical model to a bio-
psycho-social medical model, the development of evidence-based medicine, narrative medicine, and medical education and the rise of psychosomatic
medicine has put forward higher humanistic requirements for medical record. This article elaborates on the role of the medical needs of the medical
record and the implementation methods to enrich the human needs of the medical record, with a view to providing more valuable reference data for the
