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Abstract: Objective To study the effect of comprehensive nursing intervention on the therapeutic effect of URSL procedure in
patients with ureteric calculi.Methods 100 patients with ureteric calculi URSL procedure treated by our hospital from January 2016
to October 2017 were randomly divided into two groups by double chromosphere random mode:observation group and control group,50
patients in each group.The patients in the control group were given routine nursing intervention,and the patients in the observation
group were treated with comprehensive nursing intervention.The results of operation,the incidence of adverse reactions and the
satisfaction of patients were compared between the two groups.Results The success rate of one-off lithotripsy in the observation group
was higher than that in the control group (92.00%vs76.00%),gravel time[(22.76+1.94)vs(29.63+3.82)]min,the time of getting out of bed
was[(2.05+0.81)vs(3.74+1.49)]d and the time of hospitalization (3.98+0.78) vs (5.94+1.69)]d less than the control group, the difference
was statistically significant (P<0.05),the incidence of adverse reactions in the observation group was lower than the control group,the
difference was statistically significant(P<0.05),the satisfaction of the observation group was higher than the control group,the difference
was statistically significant (P<0.05).Conclusion Comprehensive nursing intervention can improve the effect of ureteral calculi URSL
procedure,and also help to reduce the incidence of postoperative complications and improve the patient's satisfaction with nursing.It is
worth popularizing.
